There have been questions regarding the eligibility of skaters for the various competitions this season.  There are many options for the skaters during the second half of the season, and parents want to know which competition suits which skater?
It is the head trainers’ decision completely as to who goes where to compete.  

Some competitions are suitable for all of our LAKF skaters.  These include Norbotten Cup, Delfin Cup, Lombia Cup and Pitea Cup. All skaters who have passed Fri Grund test and meet LAKF requirements of consistent attendance and effort at practices will be invited to register for these competitions. Occasionally there may be test requirements that will limit participation, but you will be informed of this when the invitation is issued.
Other competitions involving more extensive travel will be delegated on a selective basis.  Not all skaters are qualified or able for some competitions.  These include LM, SM, and most invitational Club competitions outside of the Norbotten region.  If you have not been notified by Lorelei that you have been selected to enter these competitions, you can assume you are not eligible or ready to compete at these competitions and will not be registered to compete.
