I have a few requests that I will make of you to help make our training easier.

First of all I would ask that all parents and guardians of skaters in groups 1-4 refrain from being in the dressing rooms.  There is limited space in these rooms and it can be very crowded and confusing with too many bodies present. 

This means that all skaters in groups 1-4 should be responsible for tying their own skates.  It is part of being a figure skater that the children learn to be responsible for their equipment and their clothing.

Parents are very welcome at all practices but I would ask that you allow your skaters the freedom to learn from their mistakes.  It is difficult for the coaches to get the skaters full attention when a parent is too involved during the training.

I realize that the skaters in Skating School and Group 5 may need more interaction with their parents due to their age, but I am asking parents to not distract the skaters while they are on the ice and to respect the coaches who are giving a lot of their time to instruct the children.  I can assure you that all of our coaches are very well qualified and they need the children’s full attention in order to achieve maximum results.
